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Dear Parents & Carers,

It is a pleasure to walk through our
school and classrooms on a daily basis
and see the students engaged and
motivated to learn. On Wednesday
afternoons all primary students look
forward to our whole school reading as
part of our ‘Reading Around Bakewell’
initiative and the lovely conversations
that happen after the reading clearly
demonstrate that our students loved to
be read to.

To further develop this initiative we
have introduced ‘Tucked In Tuesday’
which started on last night. Each
Tuesday a member of our Leadership
Team will be reading a book live on our
Facebook page at 7pm. Research
continually tells us that reading aloud
to children is a powerful keystone habit
that will help us raise bright, kind
children.

If you haven’t heard of keystone habits
before, they’re an elite category of
habits that kick off a chain reaction,
influencing several areas of your life at
once. In other words, you can focus on
just one keystone habit, and you’ll
experience several positive impacts.

The best thing about this particular
“keystone habit” for raising bright, kind
children is that it's completely free, it
takes just 10-15 minutes a day, and
anyone can do it.

This is what happens when we read
aloud to children every day:

Children will hear a wider variety of
words.

Here’s why this is important: “The one
pre-school skill that matters above all
others, because it is the prime
predictor of school success or failure,
is the child’s vocabulary upon entering
school. Yes, the child goes to school to
learn new words, but the words they
already know determines how much of
what the teacher says will be
understood. And since most instruction
for the first four years of school is oral,
the child who has the largest
vocabulary will understand the most,
while the child with the smallest
vocabulary will grasp the least.” — The
Read-Aloud Handbook

Detivering Excellence in Education

We grow children’s brains, literally.
The more we read aloud to children,
the more the neurons in their brain will
grow and connect together.

We put children on the path to be a
lifelong reader. Reading is essential
for the learning process, and children
who struggle with reading tend to
struggle in school. But we have the
power to give children this one key to
success in school and life because:
“The single most important activity for
building the knowledge required for
eventual success in reading is reading
aloud to children.”— Becoming a
Nation of Readers

Children’s behavior will improve.
When we read aloud, we increase
children’s ability to pay attention and
concentrate — skills that definitely help
children in school. Also, reading aloud
to children can even decrease
aggressive tendencies in the child.

We build a stronger bond with
children. Children love it when we
read aloud to them because of the
physical closeness and emotional
bonding it offers

We increase children’s capacity for
empathy. When we read fiction to
children, their brain is “literally living
vicariously through the characters at a
neurobiological level.” In other words,
we are exposing children to different
types of people and giving them the
ability to put themselves in their shoes
while we read. Growing your children’s
empathy muscle will teach them to be
a friend who empathises and a
compassionate person who helps
others in need

The one single habit of reading aloud
to children kicks off a chain reaction of
all these positive outcomes, and more.

Therefore we encourage our
community to continue to read every
day and read aloud to children
regularly. So if you did not tune in last
night to our first “‘Tucked In Tuesday’
reading why not tune in next Tuesday
at 7pm.
